On 2ud Octaber, 1920, the War
Postage Tax was discontinued and the crdinary postage increased to 2d. On 1st October, 1923, the ordinaty postage
was- reduced, to 13d. and it was restored to 2d. on 4th August, 1930. From 10th December, 1941, a War Postage
Tax of §d. was imposed, bus fron 1st July, 1949, that charge became part of the rate of 2k, On st Decomber, 1950,
the ordinary postage mbe was ineressed to 3d., and on 9th July, 1951, the rute wns inereased to 33d.
